Operates a POP out the back (8334), but you may prefer to
pay for the campground if too wet.

Drive through the campground (8331) to get to the POP.
Parking currently free - donation if using ANY Campground
facilities.

Parking available on gravel (be early) or grass. Power,
washing (no drier), showers, toilets and rubbish. Dogs on
leads. $10/night no power or $13/night with power.

Carpark area ($8). Good dump station on site, but requires
backing for left-dump rigs - generally enough space to
manoeuvre. Water & Rubbish available.

Grassed area behind (& above) hotel. Great views of the lake
and surrounding mountains. Grass with shingle base. Ground
is a bit rough - minimal levelling required. $10 per night per
van.

More like a camping ground. $5 pppn. Very large grassed
area off power. Very limited number of powered sites. More
suited to dry weather. Toilets and shower. Dump station ($5)
on site but requires backing in or out depending on dump
side - use septic tank.

Very nice, by Lake Wakatipu. But no solar, no TV. Limited
level areas. Recommend the southern entrance (though is a
tight turn in from the north). (North entrance did fit a 13
metre rig, but skimmed trees).

Usual campground amenities. Water tastes great but water
pressure is very low. 3 or 4 large sites which comfortably fit
a 5th wheel. May be a bit tight for 16m rigs. Unfortunately
the dump station is on the other side of the stream with
narrow but sturdy, wooden bridge - 20cm gap each side so it
requires a lot of care - watch your backswing!

Plenty of space. A little wind exposed. Really nice beside Lake
Dunstan.

Can be awkward with traffic coming in opposite direction.
Water available, $2 donation for key. (Rubbish dumpster not
available)

Sheep farm - limited gravel parking with power. Plently of
paddock space sometimes with sheep. Lovely people - enjoy
your farm stay.

Beautiful spot. Quiet, private.

OK, but limited capacity, and lots of pass through tourists
looking at the bridge - we moved on to 9158

Pleasant. Close to road, but road is quiet. Limited space, 4-6.
10 km out of Tuatapere.

Beach with toilets, water & rubbish. Lots of parking but very
popular - big rigs - check to see if there is a parking spot for
you, and arrive early.

Usual campground facilities but the dump station is not
accessible for 5th wheelers. Open from September until May
(closed over the winter months).

Lovely spot, but limited space. Travel Directory describes a
small area just North of the bridge (small & not so nice). We
went where the GPS said, a rest area just South of the bridge.

Not aesthetically pleasing. Enclosed area of river stone. Safe
& flat, no services.

Left dump at street side. Flushing water, but no fresh. Site is
at T-Junction so turn 1 street later/earlier for left/right
dumping. Plenty of room.

Access may be tight, or delayed if carpark is very full, but we
had no problem. $8 per night with power. Room for several
big rigs.

Many powered $10, or unpowered S5, sites. Dump site
pretty good too - use entrance nearest the railway & go to
the very end, keeping right.

Dump station. Excellent access. Fresh & flusing water (NB.
Needs larger diameter tap fitting) - great pressure.

Access is good. Washing machine, but no dryer. Never found
the water, but should be available. (Dump is in town at 9340)

Usual campground amenities. Most sites are at least 10
metres long, but if you have a bigger rig they are able to park
you across a couple of sites. Water available.

10mtr sites max, but no obstructions. Honesty payment
system ($38.60). Dump station - too tight for all but 10mtr
bus & slopes away. Go to Invercargill to dump.

Parking is all on gravel and has a bush/rural view aspect. Has
a large shed for "happy hour", but no other amenities.

Mostly grass, but some gravel area. Grass OK in wet anyway.
Toilets, rubbish & tank water. ZERO Cell reception!.
